FIRE HOUSE COMMITTEE UPDATE:  Mike Galan read the minutes from the Committee meeting. Overview of proposal for building a new fire station at the USFS campus, based on the Special Use Permit for Bassetts Station. The current proposal is for a 100 ft x 100 ft metal building with 4 bays and pull through ingress and egress. There was an agreement to proceed with a formal proposal for a Special Use Permit to build a new Fire Station as noted, taking care to include elements of footprint size, infrastructure for utilities, septic, traffic flow and parking. There was a request by USFS to have DFPD stake and flag the area of proposed placement to better visualize the proposed project. There will be an attempt to locate a plot map of the USFS property and better understand the exact placement of utilities, building, RV sites and boundaries. 

GRANT COMMITTEE UPDATE: Marty did find out about a possible new grant for extrication equipment for the ambulance. Was unable to locate but will further research as this grant is trough the Dept. of Transportation. No update on the USPS grant.

1. Work Injury Policy:  Still in process when time permits.

NEW BUSINESS: 
1. Sierra City MOU – Frank Lang: Redrafted as an addendum to the old MOU. The reason for the addendum is the Paramedic/Life Support Program. This item is scheduled for the January meeting of Sierra City Fire District. Funds are to be transferred within 30 days of receipt. In the interim SFMR has about $100,000.00 and will look to more donations. 
2. Appt of Deputy Medical Director – Frank Lang: Frank is looking for the Board’s approval to appoint Frank Lang as Deputy Medical Director for the District. Frank did speak with Sara and she is in support of this addition. Liz Fisher motions to accept, second by Mike Galan. Motion accepted 3.0.0
